No experimental work will be performed in the lab areas to be visited (except for designated demonstrations, for which separate risk assessments will be performed), for the duration of the visit.

All lab areas will be inspected immediately prior to the tours, with any identified hazards being removed/remedied immediately.

All visitors will be informed of any specific risks associated with the lab to be visited, and will be told not to touch any equipment within the lab areas.
Visitors to facilities with strong magnets (eg. NMR, EPR facilities) will be warned about the dangers involved. People with cochlear implants, pacemakers, etc will not be permitted to enter these facilities. All visitors will be warned not to approach the machines with metallic items. Tour facilitators must be familiar with the risk assessments for these facilities and know how to respond to an emergency (low oxygen alarm being triggered, magnet quench, etc).
All visitors will be accompanied at all times by a competent member of staff.

All visitors will be provided with appropriate PPE - visitor lab coats, safety glasses (in designated areas).
